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MINUTES OF CQI WESSEX MEETING DATED 10/11/09 – HELD AT THE HUB, VERWOOD
1. Jim Kirk welcomed everyone to the meeting (a total of 12 attended), in particular our speaker/presenter.

The different levels of membership grades are between ACQI and MCQI. What has been suggested by CQI is TCQI (Technician) and then PCQI (Practitioner), leading onto MCQI. The members present at the meeting were not happy with the term “Technician” and felt that this should be changed. Tayana advised that this was what CQI had put forward, but that she would input our concerns to the people who made decisions on this.

6. The question and answer session was very good, and gave all those present the opportunity to put forward their concerns, criticisms and suggestions on what CQI could do to help its members, and encourage new ones.
